Based on a recommendation from the city’s utility revenue
sufficiency analysis consultant, the proposed FY 25 budget
includes a 20 percent increase in wastewater and 5.3 percent
increase in water rates, bringing the typical monthly bill for an
average-volume Wildwood utility customer to a total charge
that is approximately the average of surrounding service
provider jurisdictions.

"Our elected officials work hard to prioritize citizen needs
while moderating spending,” explained Cassandra Smith,
Wildwood's chief financial officer and assistant city manager.
"Utility infrastructure is the top priority this year, and our team
is seeking every potential grant opportunity, as well as other
possible funding sources, to help mitigate the financial burden
on our residents.”

Six new positions in utilities have been incorporated into
the budget, along with six additional police officers, four more
parks and recreation staff, and one code compliance
employee to assist the current staff of one.

Wildwood's city commission will discuss additional
components of the proposed budget during a workshop on
Aug. 19. The first public hearing on the FY 25 budget will
occur Sept. 9, at 7 p.m. with the second public hearing and
commission vote scheduled for Sept. 23, also at 7 p.m.

All commission workshops, meetings, and hearings are held
at Wildwood City Hall, 100 N. Main St., and are open to the
public. The public may participate during any public hearing
shown on a meeting agenda and during the public forum
session of commission meetings. Agendas can be found at
wildwood-fl.gov no less than 72 hours before the commission
convenes.

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WILDWOOD PARKING ORDINANCE REVISED

Wildwood's city commissioners approved revisions to the
city’s parking ordinance at their July 8, 2024, meeting,
removing restrictions in some areas of the municipality.

“"When the prior parking ordinance was adopted in 2020,
restrictions were placed throughout the city,” explained City
Manager McHugh. "As Wildwood has grown, we have
realized the need for those restrictions applied more to some
areas than others.”

The revised ordinance still bans stopping, standing, or
parking a vehicle in or on any city road or street right-of-way
located within the boundaries of The Villages® age-
restricted development areas of Wildwood, and within the

boundaries of the Oxford Oaks and Lakeside Landings
subdivisions.

McHugh said officials retain the discretion to restrict on-
street parking in other locations of the city if parking
becomes a problem in those areas.
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WILDWOOD POLICE DEPARTMENT EARNS
REACCREDITATION

After three days of evaluation, inspections, interviews, and
scrutiny in March, Wildwood's police department achieved
reaccreditation this summer from the Commission for Florida
Law Enforcement Accreditation.

"It was a stressful few days, to be sure, but we passed with
flying colors,” said Lt. Jennifer Hutchins, the department’s
accreditation manager.

Evaluators examine more than 230 standards ranging from
agency organization and fiscal activities to recruitment and
training, records and evidence, use of force, criminal
intelligence, and more.

Policies and procedures must be updated and in place to
meet all required standards, which means continuous internal
review, practice, and analysis. That ongoing exercise helps the
department improve operations, enhance officer safety, and
work more efficiently.

Citing training, property, and evidence as some of the
strictest, most detailed standards of the commission, Hutchins
said they also are the areas in which Wildwood excels. She
credits having the right people in the right places, with
personnel who understand the importance of what they do and
taking the utmost care to do it correctly every time.

Police Chief Randy Parmer agrees.

"We have worked hard to put together a strong team built
with people who bring both passion and people skills, working
exceptionally well together and with our community,” Parmer
explained. "l am proud of our department, our culture, and our
accomplishments.”

Accreditation not only helps instill public trust in
Wildwood's local law enforcement, it bolsters morale and
works as an important recruitment tool.

"It definitely makes it easier for us to attract the best at
every level of the organization,” Parmer added. "Whether it's
someone fresh from the academy or a detective with decades
of experience, demonstrating we meet these high standards
each day in everything we do gives us an advantage in a highly
competitive labor market.”

Wildwood's next reaccreditation is scheduled for 2027.
Meanwhile, Hutchins says she is continuing to learn and grow
after completing her second cycle of accreditation with the
agency.

She will begin training this year to become an evaluator herself, explaining she expects to benefit from seeing how other
agencies do things, bringing back additional best practices and new ideas to help Wildwood's growing police department reach
even greater heights of excellence.

"My goal is to achieve national recognition as an Advanced Law Enforcement agency,” Hutchins shared. "We may not get
there next year. It's one of the highest recognitions an agency can achieve, but | think it is within reach as long as we keep doing
things the right way for the right reasons.”

Parmer concurred. "We may not be the biggest agency in numbers of personnel, but | believe there is no other police force in
the country that has as much pride and passion for serving our citizens as Wildwood.”

ON STATE'S REPORT CARDS

The Florida Department of Education’s 2024 grades are in,
and Wildwood's schools showed significant gains in
academic performance.

Wildwood Elementary received an A grade, with
Wildwood Middle High close behind, earning a B and
helping Sumter County tie for fifth-best school district in the
state, based on percentage of possible points achieved. The
Villages Charter School, with a new campus located in
Wildwood, maintained its longstanding A grade.

Mayor Ed Wolf, a former educator at Wildwood Middle
School, said he is extremely pleased but not surprised.

“"We have some amazing teachers, administrators, and
coaches in our schools,” he commented. “They care deeply
about our kids and their futures. And we have great kids,
who are listening and learning from these educators,
working hard every day to take the knowledge they are
offered and use it productively.”

When asked what has changed since he retired from his
career in education, Mayor Wolf laughed.

"Everything, honestly everything,” he said. “I'm excited
about Wildwood'’s growth and the opportunity it provides
for these wonderful kids, who now have an opportunity to
stay and put their education to use right here in their
hometown.”
